[bookmark: _Hlk5635703]The Home and Community Care Program for Younger People (HACC-PYP) aims to provide an integrated range of basic maintenance and support services to eligible clients to:
improve and maintain the client’s independence and capacity to live safely at home and participate in community activities and 
strengthen the capacity of the client’s carer to maintain their care role.
2. Description of the service
The HACC-PYP delivered meals program provides a nutritious, appetising and culturally appropriate main meal delivered to the person’s home, or to a community centre where meals are eaten in a social setting.  HACC-PYP funding helps to offset the cost of delivering the meal. The client contribution covers the cost of the meal.

The client group for this activity is people aged under 65 or under 50 for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders, who have difficulty performing activities of daily living and their carers.
