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Interpretation
In this instrument:
Act means the Serious Offenders Act 2018.
Employees means the persons named in or for the time being holding, acting in or performing the duties of the respective offices or positions in the Department of Health, specified in column 3 of the schedule.
Duties, functions and powers means the functions and powers of the Secretary to the Department of Health under the provisions of the Act specified in column 1 of the schedule.
Schedule means the attached schedule to this instrument, which forms part of this instrument.

The descriptions in column 2 of the schedule are for ease of reference only.  They do not affect the interpretation of nor limit the delegation of any of the functions and powers contained in the statutory provisions specified in column 1 of the schedule.
